The residents of the Town of Randolph hereby record their opposition to any future non-
winter use of the rail trail through this town by ATV’s. Such use would deprive people of
the ability they now have to use the trail for walking, biking, and enjoying peaceful
scenery. This is especially important for those less ambulatory, who still deserve to
enjoy these beautiful areas. (Placed on the Warrant by the petition of 31 Randolph
residents).

To see if the Town will vote to name the small mountain north of Lowe’s Store, west of
Mt. Randolph, elevation 848 meters, Mount Lowe after all the Lowes who were early
settlers of Randolph. (Placed on the Warrant by the petition of 17 Randolph residents).

To see if the Town will vote to authorize the conveyance to the State of New Hampshire
of conservation easement interests in the following listed tracts of land owned by the
Town, said conservation easement interest to be either in the form of an amendment to,
or substantially similar to, the existing conservation easement interest held by the State
in the Randolph Community Forest (Pond of Safety Tract) at Book 0980, Page 0175 in
the Coos County Registry of Deeds, and further to authorize the Selectmen to execute
all documents and take all other actions required to carry out the intent of this vote.

The Town-owned tracts embraced by this vote include the following (acreages
approximate):

(1) The “Farrar Farm,” Tax Map R14, Lots 3, 3A and 4 (79 acres);

(2) Tax Map R14, Lot 5 (4.5 acres) acquired by tax deed;

(3) The “Boothman Tract,” Tax Map R10, Lot 32 (5 acres);

(4) Tax Map U11, Lot 4A (10 acres) used as a parking lot; and

(5) The “Carpenter Tract, Tax Map R15, Lot 9A (11.3 acres).

To see if the Town will vote to instruct the Selectboard to enact the following resolution
to protect citizen health, safety, and quality of life; water resources and environmental
guality; and local, regional, and state economies with respect to the transport of crude oill
through New Hampshire. (Placed on the Warrant by the petition of 18 Randolph
residents).



To see if the Town will vote to instruct the Selectboard to enact the following resolution to protect citizen health, safety,
and quality of life; water resources and environmental quality; and local, regional, and state economies with respect to the
transport of crude oil through New Hampshire

WHEREAS, 18” and 24” pipelines were constructed across northern New Hampshire in 1950 and 1985, respectively, to
transport imported light crude oil from Portland, Maine, to Montreal, Quebec; and

WHEREAS, abundant production of heavy crude and tar sands oil in western North America has created a market for
transportation of these oils to Atlantic ports; and

WHEREAS, these market conditions suggest that reversing the direction of flow on the above-mentioned pipelines could
become economically desirable in the foreseeable future; and

WHEREAS, spills of diluted tar sands oil create more costly and difficult clean-up challenges than conventional oil
spills, including public health risks from toxic fumes and long-term water and riverbed contamination from sunken oil;
and

WHEREAS, a significant spill of any petroleum product along the pipeline Right-of-Way in New Hampshire would have
a devastating effect on the economy and environment of Randolph, including property values, business, tourism,
recreation, hunting and fishing; and

WHEREAS, pipeline age and the hydraulic stresses resulting from reversal of flow can contribute to the likelihood of a
spill; and

WHEREAS, existing technologies and practices for inspecting pipeline integrity have failed to prevent catastrophic
pipeline failures.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. That the Town expresses its concern regarding the transport of tar sands oil through New Hampshire and the
Town of Randolph due to economic, environmental, and public health risks of such transport; and

2. That the Town strongly encourages the New Hampshire General Court and the U.S. Congress to take all
reasonable steps to ensure that any proposed flow reversal of the Portland-Montreal pipeline receives thorough
review at both state and federal levels of economic, environmental, and public health and safety impacts,
including the impact of spills; and

3. That the Town transmits a copy of this resolution to all relevant state, federal, and other pertinent entities.
